Fabric Finder: Numaya  

The fabric section of this store is tucked away, but itõs worth looking for since Numaya is fairly close to Camp Zamaõs gate 4.  

You will find all your basic sewing needs:  yarn, sewing notions, zippers, embroidery floss, thread, beads, trim, webbing, ribbons, 

and purse handles.  They also carry quilt supplies like batting, fuse bond, thimbles, and air or water soluble markers.  There is a 

small selection of kits for making small pouches, hanging decorations, and cell phone dangles.  Among the fabrics, youõll find Ha-

waiian prints, Christmas prints, Asian fabric, corduroy, canvas, knits, and many cotton fabrics. 

To get there:  Exit Zama gate 4 and make a left at the first traffic light (Sobudai JH School).  Go through the next traffic light and 

DOWN the hill to the traffic light.  Make a right and continue to the second traffic light.  Make a left onto Rt. 52.  At the 2nd 

light, make a right (Harataima Sta East Ent).  One block ahead you will see two light pink buildings on the left.  Numaya is on the 

second floor of the first building.  There are a few parking spaces in front.  You can proceed passed the second pink building 

(Sanwa) and turn left.  Park in the free Sanwa parking lot on the right.  You can enter Sanwa and take the escalator to the second 

floor (Discount World).  Look for the clock display on the right hand wall.  There is an enclosed hallway that leads to Numaya.  

Once in Numaya, the fabric is in the far opposite corner of the store from where you entered.

FabricFinder:  LilyAn, Sagamiono 

Donõt be misled by the ready-made clothes, baskets and seat cushions outside of this store.  Inside, it is chock-full of sewing and 

crafting supplies.  This is a small store that has fabric stacked to the ceiling to make the most of the minimal square footage.   

Although the selection is limited, there is a nice variety.  Among the fabrics you can find Hawaiian prints, Christmas prints, pre-

quilted fabric, and regular fabrics.  There are also basic notions such as zippers, buttons, thread, trims, binding, yarn, purse find-

ings, batting, and beading.  This store is definitely worth the detour when making your next Sagamiono Starbucks run. 

Directions:  Use the Sagamiono station North exit, then down the escalator to the Pedestrian Corridor.  LilyAn is straight ahead 

on the right side of the street, on the corner at the second crossroad (alley).  The name is in Japanese white letters on a red 

background.
